I 
remember a woman neighbor, who ran a farm all by herself, 
going into the barn to milk the cows saying, "She who wants 
milk should not sit on a stool in the middle ofthe pasture 
expecting the cow to back up to her." I think she meant that 
there is nothing wrong with wanting something, as long as you 
are willing to work for it.
