Service Corps



What is it?

Our Congregation is full of skilled and
talented individuals. We have electricians,
teachers, artists, plumbers, carpenters, and
people with strong backs. We also have many
people in need of these services and others.
The CBC Service Corps is a way of bringing
our collective skills and talents together to
help meet the needs of those in our Church
family. At the same time it is a way to raise a
little money to help out with other needs in
our Church or in our commumty

How does it work?

When someone requires ‘a service they
will contact a coordinator and describe that
need. The coordinator will then contact a
skilled volunteer who is able and willing to
fulfill the request. The volunteer and the
requestor will agree on a donation to be made
to the Deacon’s Fund in lieu of fees which
would normally be charged for the service.
This donation would be at a rate significantly
lower than similar services obtained from a
commercial service. There are three benefits
to this; those with needs are able to obtain
services they may not be able to afford from
traditional commercial services, the volunteer
gets to write off the donation on their taxes,
and the Deacon’s account receives funding
which will then be used to further satisfy
needs in the Church and community. Most
importantly it is an avenue for us to answer
God’s call to serve those in need.
